MOOT COMMUNITY, ST MARY ALDERMARY

JUSTICE OFFICER

Overview:

The Justice Officer is responsible for assisting the Moot Community of the Church of St Mary Aldermary (Guild Church Council of St Mary Aldermary) to strategise and assist the Community to maintain a healthy focus on economic, ecological and social justice in how we maintain the Church building, and in our events and services.

It is proposed that this position is voted for and co-opted onto the Community Council (Guild Church Council) with the following responsibilities.

· To assist and advise the Standing Committee and Community Council by completing energy audits to assist the Church to reduce its carbon footprint.

· To assist and advise the Standing Committee and Community Council by developing our recycling practices and reducing where possible our waste.

· To assist and advise the Core Team where possible when developing the Lounge Project to use products and packaging that are recyclable.

· To help the Core Team and Priest to plan for events that promote ecological, economic and social justice in-keeping with being a Church of England Church.

· To represent the Moot Community at conferences and events that promote Christianity and a focus on economic, ecological and social justice.

· To assist the Core Team, Standing Committee and Community Council by working collaboratively with others Organisations that share a common interest in London, such as Christian Aid, the Student Christian Movement and SPEAK.

· To promote and explore possible training events and conferences that the community council hold at the Guild Church of St Mary Aldermary that promote the faith and the call the economic, ecological and social stewardship.

· To assist participants of the Moot Community to understanding that the Rhythm of Life and a deep expression of Christian discipleship necessitates a focus on living out practices in daily life concerning economic, ecological and social justice.

· To assist and advice the Priest and those who oversee worship, around resources for prayers, reflections and other elements that can promote stewardship and concern for our world. 
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
